For the fi rst time, the Development Services Agency is presenting an annual report which 
combines an overview of the services we have provided in the last year as well as all the 
statutorily-required reporting, unless otherwise noted.

In the coming year, the Development Services Agency will focus on greater accountability 
for public funds, transparency in use of public funds and exceptional customer service for 
Ohio businesses, communities, the general public and your offi ces.

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Executive Summary
The Ohio Development Services Agency supports JobsOhio, the private, nonprofi t economic development 
entity, in its efforts to market Ohio and attract job creators to the state. The Agency also oversees the awarding, 
distribution and monitoring of tax incentives, loans and grants where public incentives are involved. The Agency 
administers funds to assist vulnerable individuals, encourage vibrant, growing communities and market Ohio to 
visitors, as prescribed by the Ohio General Assembly. 

This annual report includes the fulfi llment of reporting requested by the Ohio General Assembly, unless otherwise 
noted herein. 

The Agency’s work is done through three Divisions: Business Services Division, Community Services Division and 
Minority Business Development Division. 

Business Services Division
The Business Services Division has three main functions: help entrepreneurs and small businesses to be strong so 
they can grow jobs; administer public incentives to ensure an appropriate return on Ohio investment and to ensure 
job and capital investment commitments to Ohio are fulfi lled through the life of the incentives. 

In Fiscal Year 2013, we helped companies fi nd and develop the capital, talent and technology they needed to grow. 
And we helped small business owners, manufacturers and technology companies decrease costs, increase sales 
and solve problems to make their businesses stronger.

Helping Businesses Grow

Through 41 Small Business Development Centers (SBDC) across the state, 8,174 clients received individual 
assistance.

Another 12,605 people attended business training events. The centers helped 448 Ohio businesses get their start 
between October 2011 and September 2012, which is the centers’ reporting year. 

Exporting Assistance

In 2012, Ohio companies exported $48.5 billion worth of goods to 210 countries and territories throughout the 
world, making Ohio the ninth largest exporting state in the country. Ohio is currently on track to set a record for 
exports in Calendar Year 2013. 

The Ohio International Market Access Grant for Exporters (IMAGE) program is designed to increase exports and 
create jobs by helping small Ohio businesses promote their products and services in new international markets. In 
Fiscal Year 2013, companies participating in the program have reported: 206 new customers, 27 new distributors, 
$6.6 million in new export sales and fi rst-time sales to 18 new markets.

Ohio Job Creation Tax Credits

The Ohio Tax Credit Authority (Authority) is responsible for approving Job Creation Tax Credit benefi t rates and 
terms based upon a proposed project’s scope and viability. For the 2012 Calendar Year, 103 agreements were 
executed for approved tax credits.

The 103 new agreements came with commitments to create 12,529 jobs and retain 20,827 existing full-time 
positions. This includes a commitment of more than $620,485,000 in new payroll as well as planned fi xed-asset 
investments of $1,394,498,447 in communities across the state.
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161 agreements were amended in Calendar Year 2012.

There are 1,581 agreements entered into prior to January 1, 2012, of those, 869 are active, 557 have been 
terminated and 155 have closed at the end of the credit term.

The list of these projects is detailed in Appendix 1.

Ohio Job Retention Tax Credits

The Ohio Tax Credit Authority (Authority) is also responsible for approving Job Retention Tax Credit benefi t rates 
and terms based upon a proposed project’s scope and viability. 

Tax credits are awarded on the conditions that a taxpayer remain at its project location and report to the Ohio 
Development Services Agency for a signifi cant number of years.

There were nine Job Retention Tax Credit agreements with the Authority during Calendar Year 2012. Two of these 
were approved by the Authority in the calendar year, the remainder were approved in prior years and executed in 
2012, or their agreements were amended from previously executed agreements. 

Economic benefi ts to the state associated with those tax credit agreements include commitments to retain 16,454 
positions and fi xed-asset investment totaling $797.1 million. 

There are 12 active agreements entered into prior to January 1, 2012, and one which has been terminated. 

For Calendar Year 2012, the Ohio Tax Credit Authority neither received an application nor approved an exemption 
for the computer data center tax exemption.

The list of these projects is detailed in Appendix 2.

Oho Enterprise Zone Program

During Calendar Year 2012, the Agency worked with communities to provide 54 new Enterprise Zone Program 
agreements, which offer exemptions from property taxation for eligible investments in capital assets. These 
agreements are expected to cost the state $6,384,071 in foregone real property tax revenue, and are expected 
to generate more than $81.8 million in new annual payroll. In addition, the program awarded six companies 
employee tax credit certifi cates during the calendar year. The new projects will provide these communities with 
new local property tax revenues and, where applicable, increases in local municipal income taxes. The projects 
are also expected to create 2,545 jobs for Ohioans. 

Additionally, information for 2012 agreements including employment and investment commitments, school district 
compensation agreements and project locations can be found in Appendix 3.

Business Loan Incentives

The Logistics and Distribution Stimulus Loan Fund is designed to support the development of major 
transportation, logistics and infrastructure projects in the state of Ohio. Outreach was conducted throughout the 
state.

Three loans were awarded for these projects in Fiscal Year 2013. The Clinton County Port Authority received a loan 
for $1,595,000 to construct a 100,000-square-foot hangar and committed to create 259 jobs as well as to retain 
385 jobs. NewGreen Legacy Services, Inc. received a loan for $600,000 to construct a 4,085-foot rail siding at its 
facility as well as rehabilitate three miles of existing track and committed to create 40 jobs as well as to retain 20 
jobs. Toledo-Lucas County Port Authority received a loan for $2,782,996 to purchase machinery and equipment as 
well as modify an existing structure and committed to create 100 jobs. 
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All but one of the loans awarded in previous years for logistics and distribution projects have been funded. None 
of the previous loans awarded in Fiscal Year 2013 were located in economically distressed areas.

Loan Incentives under the Facilities Establishment Fund are audited annually by a third-party. The Fiscal Year 2013 
audit is underway and will be presented by October 1, 2013. 

In Fiscal Year 2013, the Division improved its internal processes to increase transparency and accountability for 
state incentives while reducing government bureaucracy. A new web-based annual report form has reduced 
paperwork and made it easier for customers so that they can concentrate on their core business while improving 
the integrity of the reported data. The submission rate for companies subject to compliance is more than 95 
percent, an improvement of more than 50 percent over the same time last year. 

Offi ce of Technology Investments

Fostering innovation, commercializing research and generating high-tech, high-paying jobs is Ohio’s future. The 
Offi ce of Technology Investments administers programs such as Ohio Third Frontier, the Thomas Edison Program 
and the Ohio Capital Fund.

Ohio Third Frontier 

The largest and most broad-based initiative within the Offi ce of Technology Investments is Ohio Third Frontier. 
During Fiscal Year 2013, the Ohio Third Frontier Commission approved $131 million in awards to assist in the 
formation and growth of new technology-based companies that will be a strong foundation for Ohio job creation. 

Highlights of Third Frontier programs that assisted Ohio high-tech businesses in Fiscal Year 2013:

The Entrepreneurial Signature Program supports six regional organizations that offer Ohio entrepreneurs services 
to accelerate the growth of early-stage Ohio technology companies.

Services include: help defi ning a business model; concept/market/price validation; fi nancial planning; intellectual 
property evaluation; strategy, legal, tax and accounting services; talent recruitment; investor recruitment; and 
assistance in raising capital. The program invested more than $34 million to assist technology entrepreneurs 
through the end of Calendar Year 2014.

The Pre-Seed Fund Capitalization Program provides capital to for-profi t and nonprofi t fund managers to increase 
the availability of professionally managed capital and associated services to accelerate the growth of early-stage 
Ohio technology companies. A record high investment of $36 million was approved by the Ohio Third Frontier 
Commission to provide nine proven Ohio fund managers with capital to invest in Ohio businesses. This investment 
will provide leverage to bring more than $70 million in pre-seed capital, helping early-stage companies grow here 
in Ohio. In order to create sustainability, the program transitioned from grants to loans. 

The Tech Validation and Startup Fund was created in Fiscal Year 2012 to help Ohio-based startup companies 
commercialize technologies developed by Ohio research institutions. The fourth round of competition was held 
in Fiscal Year 2013 and resulted in the awarding of nearly $270,000 to four Ohio research institutions to bring new 
technologies to commercial use and create new Ohio companies. In addition, nearly $600,000 was approved for 
six Ohio startup companies actively commercializing technologies developed through Ohio research institutions.

Mentoring young entrepreneurs as they launch their businesses and secure critical funding is the mission of the 
Ohio New Entrepreneurs Fund (ONE Fund). Up to 10 teams of young entrepreneurs are competitively chosen 
through business accelerators, which are consulting companies that assist businesses to grow to the next level. 
Selected teams of entrepreneurs work under the guidance of seasoned entrepreneurs, industry experts and 
investors to launch a new, job-creating business venture. In Fiscal Year 2013, new accelerators accepted to the 
program include Bizdom in Cleveland, Founders Factory in Columbus, the Brandery in Cincinnati and Shaker 
LaunchHouse in Shaker Heights. Investments of $800,000 were made through the program. In addition, an 
online network connecting college applicants with performing arts programs launched through the Ohio New 
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Entrepreneurs Fund. The company received $2 million in investments from TechColumbus and NCT Ventures as 
well as from private investors.

The Innovation Platform Program supports the collaboration between universities or not-for-profi t research 
institutions with private businesses to bring new technologies to market. In Fiscal Year 2013, more than $34 million 
was awarded to support 12 collaborative projects. 

In addition, the Ohio Third Frontier launched three new programs for which we are currently taking applications: 

The Commercial Acceleration Loan Fund is a $20 million fund providing startup companies with later-stage debt 
fi nancing to continue their growth and more established companies with funding to launch new products.

The $15 million Technology Asset Grant funds shared infrastructure projects needed to develop new technologies. 
Funding can go towards facilities and/or equipment that at least two companies or an Ohio federal procurement 
agency believes is critical to developing the technology. The program provides up to $5 million per project for up 
to three years.

The $50 million Technology Commercialization Center program helps move university or research institution 
technology to the market, benefi ting growing Ohio technology industries. Centers will have ability to advance the 
products and services, leading to new company formation and capitalization, as well as company expansion and 
attraction. The program will support a small number of major centers, providing up to $25 million for no more 
than four years.

Ohio Third Frontier awards are detailed in Appendix 4.

Thomas Edison Program

The Ohio Incubator Program is transitioning from the Thomas Edison Program to Ohio Third Frontier. Incubators 
provide access to critical business services that help tenant companies become thriving, self-sustaining business 
members of Ohio communities. This fi ts well with the many Ohio Third Frontier programs that support Ohio 
entrepreneurs as they work to create jobs and grow their companies. The Industrial Technology and Enterprise 
Advisory Council has recommended transitional funding to ensure the shift from the Edison Program to Ohio 
Third Frontier will not impact the delivery of service to customers. Look for the transition to be complete in 
early 2014. This transition sets the stage for the Thomas Edison Program to provide more support in the Ohio 
manufacturing sector by expanding the Manufacturing Extension Partnership (MEP), which assists manufacturing 
companies.

Ohio Venture Capital Program

The Ohio Venture Capital Program was created by the Ohio General Assembly in 2003 and commits money to 
Ohio-based venture capital fi rms, with the goal of providing early-stage Ohio companies with funding to grow 
and mature. The program is overseen by the Ohio Venture Capital Authority, and Buckeye Venture Partners 
serves as the sole program administrator. Investment guidelines are set forth in law and guided by the program 
administrator under the supervision of the Ohio Venture Capital Authority. The Ohio Development Services 
Agency has a statutory advisory responsibility and provides staff support.

As of March 31, 2013, the program had invested $97.8 million with 27 different venture capital fi rms, which in turn 
have invested in 71 early-stage companies located throughout Ohio. Those venture capital fi rms have invested 
$220.4 million in Ohio companies. 

In Fiscal Year 2013, the Ohio Venture Capital Authority worked to refi nance its debt to take advantage of lower 
interest rates. 

It is anticipated the Ohio Venture Capital Authority will fi le its annual report on January 1, 2014. 
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Minority Business Development Division
The Minority Business Development Division works to increase opportunities for minority businesses to fully 
participate in the Ohio economy while making diversity a source of economic strength. This division leads the 
state’s efforts to create, develop and grow minority-owned businesses.

Governor John Kasich signed Executive Order 2012-13K in July 2012 re-establishing the Ohio Minority Business 
Advisory Council. The Executive Order established an executive committee of the Council to develop strategies 
and recommendations for promoting the growth and expansion of Ohio minority businesses to the administration. 
The Council membership is diverse, representing various regions and ethnic groups, and is comprised of 
individuals engaged in the development of minority businesses through private industry, government or scholarly 
work. The governor has mandated all state agencies work to increase participation by minority businesses in state 
contracts to at least 15 percent. Elevating the status of the minority offi ce to a division shows Governor Kasich’s 
commitment to this goal. The Division, with support of the Council and in conjunction with the Department of 
Administrative Services, is simplifying the certifi cation process for Encouraging Diversity, Growth and Equity 
(EDGE) program and Minority Business Enterprises (MBE) simplifying the process we are encouraging minority 
businesses to apply and get certifi ed, so these companies are eligible to compete for state contracts.

Through 10 Minority Business Assistance Centers across the state, the Division provides technical assistance 
and connects businesses with procurement opportunities. During Calendar Year 2012 and the fi rst half of 2013, 
the Minority Business Assistance Centers assisted more than 2,970 clients during 341 counseling sessions. Center 
clients obtained contract awards totaling $80,500,936, loans totaling $4,281,554 and surety bonding totaling 
$7,937,779. 

An additional 2,077 minority business people were assisted through the Small Business Development Centers in 
the Business Services Division.

The Ohio Procurement Technical Assistance Centers (PTAC) help small businesses sell goods and services to 
federal, state and local governments. There are seven PTAC offi ces located throughout the state staffed with 
business counselors with expertise in government contracting. Services include: e-commerce training, bid 
preparation assistance, marketing assistance, post-award assistance, subcontracting assistance, one-on-one 
training, information resources and preparation for trade shows.

During the Procurement Technical Assistance Centers (PTAC) Fiscal Year 2012 (February 1, 2012 – January 31, 
2013) the centers assisted Ohio businesses in obtaining $716,290,164 in federal, state and local contracts through 
more than 4,205 counseling sessions and 115 outreach training sessions.

Loans to Grow Small Businesses 

The State Small Business Credit Initiative (SSBCI) is intended to expand access to credit for small businesses. The 
Minority Business Development Division utilized SSBCI funds for the Ohio Collateral Enhancement Program and 
the Ohio Capital Access Program as an incentive to banks and other fi nancial institutions to make loans to small 
businesses. The Collateral Enhancement Program closed 41 loans and disbursed $4,077,163 in SSBCI funds during 
Calendar Year 2012. Loans to Minority Business Enterprises accounted for two of the 41 loans. The Capital Access 
Program enrolled a total of 125 loans, disbursed $288,016 in SSBCI funds and $1,237,000 in state funds. The 
program generated $9,600,526 in total private investment, of which $689,508 was generated for minority-owned 
businesses. 

The Minority Business Direct Loan Program provides fi xed, low-interest loans to certifi ed minority-owned 
businesses that are purchasing or improving fi xed assets and creating or retaining jobs. The program approved 
loans to four minority businesses totaling $766,000 and created or retained 37 jobs.

From loans to bonds, the Minority Business Bonding Program provides bid, performance and payment surety 
bonds to state-certifi ed minority-owned businesses that are unable to obtain bonding through standard surety 
companies. The program approved 10 bond applications totaling $3,725,000 from state-certifi ed minority-
owned businesses.
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The Minority Development Financing Advisory Board reviews and makes recommendations on applications 
received for the Minority Business Direct Loan Program and the Minority Business Bonding Program. It is 
comprised of 10 board members that understand lending and the challenges facing minority businesses.

In the coming year, the Division will focus on strategies that achieve impactful economic development and 
improve the ability of minority businesses to grow, prosper and be sustained.

Community Services Division
The Community Services Division provides local governments, development districts, private companies and 
nonprofi t organizations with resources to enhance communities, support job creation and assist Ohio citizens in 
need. 

In the last year, the Division worked with more than 700 Ohio communities to help save historic buildings, clean-up 
abandoned properties for job creation or improve government effi ciency through shared services. The Division 
helped Ohio businesses save $1.1 million on energy costs last year; savings that can be reinvested in the business 
to create jobs or develop new products. 

More than 1.4 million Ohioans benefi ted from Affordable Housing and Community Development programs, which 
improve community infrastructure and expand the supply of safe, affordable housing. Through our Homeless 
and Supportive Housing programs, the Division served more than 80,000 Ohioans who are homeless or on the 
verge of homelessness. The Division manages more than $500 million in federal grants. Despite the uncertainty 
of federal funding, the state made sure that programs were not impacted. The Division helped more than 400,000 
Ohioans keep the lights and heat on with energy assistance, and worked with local community action agencies to 
help more than 70,000 Ohioans through the Community Services Block Grant Program. 

The Division transitioned some assistance from grants to loans or from formula-based models to competitive-
funding models to provide future sustainability. By providing quality of life resources to Ohio communities and 
families, Ohio is in a positive position for growth and success.

Governor’s Offi ce of Appalachia

The Governor’s Offi ce of Appalachia coordinates economic and community development among government and 
private partners to improve the lives of those living in Ohio’s 32-county Appalachian region.

Grants to local communities were used to upgrade water and sewer infrastructure, improve sidewalks, make 
renovations at a health clinic and support construction of a new emergency room facility in a county that lacked an 
emergency room. The Offi ce also supported job creation throughout the region with investments in road and rail 
projects, and by purchasing equipment to train students for jobs in the developing oil and gas industry. 

In April, with fi nancial support from Governor’s Offi ce of Appalachia, the Health Recovery Services (HRS) 
Southern Ohio Treatment Center opened in Jackson, Ohio. The Center offers services to fi ght drug abuse in the 
area. 

Offi ce of Community Assistance

The Offi ce of Community Assistance, in partnership with local Community Action Agencies and nonprofi ts across 
the state, provides resources to help low-income Ohioans manage their energy use and costs and provides 
essential social services through the Community Services Block Grant Program, the Home Energy Assistance 
Program, Home Weatherization Assistance Program, the Percentage of Income Payment Plan Plus and the 
Electric Partnership Program.
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The Offi ce has launched the Program Integrity Unit, a dedicated team that works to identify fraud and recover 
state money in the Home Energy Assistance Program, Home Weatherization Assistance Program and the 
Percentage of Income Payment Plan Plus. These programs provide important support to citizens in need and we 
must make sure those truly needing help receive it.

The Offi ce of Community Assistance changed the formula-based funding model for the Home Weatherization 
Assistance Program to a competitive, performance-based model. Initiating this new funding model reduces 
program administrative costs and maximizes both delivery of weatherization services and customer service. This 
model is also more adaptable to fl uctuations in federal funding.

Working with the Public Utilities Commission of Ohio, the Offi ce began reviewing the program rules for the 
Percentage of Income Payment Plan Plus and will fi nalize the changes in Fiscal Year 2014. The collaboration 
resulted in centralizing stakeholder comment and public feedback to eliminate duplication of effort and increase 
responsiveness. The Offi ce and the Public Utilities Commission is also working with the Lt. Governor’s Common 
Sense Initiative Offi ce to ensure that the suggested changes reduce bureaucracy and are fair and consistent to 
providers and customers.

An annual report of the Community Services Block Grant program is in process and scheduled to be fi led on time 
in September, 2013.

Offi ce of Community Development

In Fiscal Year 2013, the Offi ce of Community Development improved accountability and program metrics. The 
Offi ce worked with stakeholders to review the funding options for the Community Development Block Grant 
program. As a result, the Offi ce has modifi ed the Community Development Program and the competitive set-
asides for Neighborhood Revitalization, Downtown Revitalization and Critical Infrastructure for the upcoming 
funding cycle. Funding allocations will be based on the impact the project will have on a community. 

The Offi ce also reviewed the Emergency Shelter component of the Homeless Assistance Grant Program. This 
component is now called the Homeless Crisis Response Program and encourages regional collaboration to 
provide emergency shelter and prevent homelessness. The Supportive Housing and Housing Assistance Grant 
Programs provide stable, long-term housing for people who are homeless or at-risk of homelessness and 
affordable housing opportunities and home improvement resources for low-income Ohioans.

The Offi ce administers the Ohio Housing Trust Fund, which works with public/private partnerships to save, 
maintain and increase affordable housing. In Fiscal Year 2013, the Ohio Housing Trust served 18,274 households, 
78 businesses and 924 Ohio seniors. 

A full report on the programs and services administered by the Ohio Housing Trust Fund can be found in 
Appendix 5.

Offi ce of Energy

The Offi ce of Energy provides Ohio businesses and communities with educational and fi nancial assistance to 
control energy costs. In Fiscal Year 2013, the Offi ce of Energy conducted training for manufacturers, public entities 
and residential consumers, and sponsored an exhibit at the Center of Science and Industry (COSI) in Columbus to 
educate the next generation on energy sources and use.

The Energy Loan Fund and the Energy Effi ciency Program for Manufacturers provide fi nancing for Ohio 
businesses and communities to improve energy effi ciency and convert to renewable energy. In Fiscal Year 2013, 
the Offi ce recommended six projects for funding through the Energy Loan Fund, a revolving low-interest loan 
program for energy effi ciency and advanced energy projects, which is expected to reduce energy use by an 
average of 35 percent for a savings of $1.1 million per year.
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The Energy Effi ciency Program for Manufacturers continues to help Ohio manufacturers improve their energy and 
operating effi ciency, making them more competitive. To date, the Offi ce has invested more than $25 million in the 
Ohio manufacturing sector, saving more than $13 million and 110,256 metric tons of greenhouse gas emissions a 
year – the equivalent of taking 21,619 cars off the road.

In Fiscal Year 2012, the Ohio Coal Development Offi ce was transferred by the Ohio General Assembly from the 
Ohio Air Quality Development Authority to the Ohio Development Services Agency. The Coal Offi ce will fi le its 
annual report by December 31, 2013.

Offi ce of Redevelopment

The Offi ce of Redevelopment helps make distressed properties viable again to increase the quality of Ohio 
communities. In Fiscal Year 2013, $67.5 million in incentives were provided.

The Local Government Innovation Fund distributed $8,123,671 in grants and $6,903,800 in loans in Fiscal Year 
2013 to bring nearly 600 communities into shared services partnerships that saved them money. Projects ranged 
from feasibility studies to operational support and demonstration projects. 

Through the Ohio Historic Preservation Tax Credit, more than 40 urban and rural communities across the state 
received assistance through $26 million worth of tax credits to revitalize historic buildings. Eleven historic 
buildings were completed in Fiscal Year 2013. The Offi ce also launched the Ohio Historic Preservation Tax 
Credit Pipeline Pilot Initiative to help communities and developers get historic buildings on the National Historic 
Register, a prerequisite to be eligible for the Ohio Historic Preservation Tax Credit. 

The Clean Ohio Brownfi eld Fund awarded $3,167,000 to clean-up brownfi eld properties. A total of 126 acres of land 
either underwent environmental assessment or cleanup efforts.

The U.S. EPA Revolving Loan Fund provided loans totaling $469,094 for projects that will conduct asbestos 
remediation and petroleum remediation. 

The Ohio Water Development Authority Brownfi eld Loan Program cleaned up 130 acres of brownfi elds. The total 
investment for the year was $1,199,225.

The Brownfi eld Action Plan Program provided $50,000 in grants from state and federal funding for the 
development and implementation of an action plan for a brownfi eld-impacted area. 

The Alternative Stormwater Infrastructure Loan Program provides up to $5 million to governmental entities for 
the design and construction of alternative stormwater infrastructure in developed areas. One project, Liberty Town 
Center, was approved for this program and the project is expected to create 4,600 jobs.

The Ohio Vacant Facilities Fund has pre-qualifi ed $135,000 in grants in Fiscal Year 2013 that will assist nine 
companies to use vacant buildings and business parks in Ohio. Employers are eligible for up to $500 for each new 
full-time employee (40 hours per week) working at these facilities for at least one year. 

The Ohio New Markets Tax Credit program provides investors with state tax credits in exchange for delivering 
below-market rate investment options to Ohio businesses in low-income communities. In Fiscal Year 2013, 
$9 million worth of tax credits were awarded which leveraged nearly $23 million in private investments in nine 
projects across eight different low-income areas. 
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TourismOhio
Growing the positive image of Ohio and generating a desire among others to travel to our state to explore all 
the wonders here must be a collaborative effort among tourism organizations and travel-related businesses. 
TourismOhio is the state’s public relations and marketing offi ce, dedicated to strengthening this robust industry.

In 2012, more than 180 million visitors traveled to Ohio, an increase of 5 percent from 2011. 

Approximately $427 million in new visitor spending was generated, providing a return on the marketing 
investment of $15 in state location taxes for every $1 invested, according to research by Longwoods International.

TourismOhio created a co-operative marketing program that drew the participation of 80 Ohio tourism businesses. 
The program leveraged $1.51 from the private industry for each public dollar invested to extend the reach and 
frequency of Ohio’s advertising message. 

New in Fiscal Year 2013 was TourismOhio’s partnership with McDonald’s, Coca-Cola and tourism organizations 
called “Discover Ohio to Go”. Seven million specially printed cups available at more than 300 restaurants could be 
redeemed for discounts at Ohio tourism attractions. Initial feedback has been positive. The “Discover Ohio to Go” 
metrics will be available at the conclusion of the redemption period after Labor Day 2013.

TourismOhio has an established presence on social media which had signifi cant increases in engagement from 
Fiscal Year 2012 to Fiscal Year 2013. The Offi ce is also now utilizing Pinterest, Foursquare, YouTube, Google+, Vine 
and Flickr. The Offi ce has generated $12 million in earned media and won a Bronze Anvil from the Public Relations 
Society of America for top government media relations program in the country.

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Boards & Commissions of Development Services Agency
Clean Ohio Council – The Clean Ohio Council approves Clean Ohio Revitalization Grants which provides 
targeted funding for cleanup of former commercial and industrial property (brownfi elds). These funds are early 
investments in recreating sites so that they are safe, market ready and prepared for new business expansion or 
attraction opportunities.

Coal, Technical Advisory Committee – The goal of the Coal Development Offi ce is to enhance the use of Ohio coal 
in an environmentally acceptable, cost effective manner. The Technical Advisory Committee assists and advises 
the Ohio Coal Development Offi ce to help achieve this goal.  Specifi cally, the Committee makes recommendations 
concerning the direction of the offi ce, helps to establish criteria used to select coal research and development 
projects, and reviews projects that are received by the offi ce for funding.

Home Weatherization Assistance Program Policy Advisory Council – The Home Weatherization Assistance 
Program Policy Advisory Council is responsible for advising the appropriate offi cial or agency administering the 
allocation of fi nancial assistance in the State or area with respect to the development and implementation of a 
weatherization assistance program.

Housing Trust Fund Advisory Committee – The Ohio Housing Trust Fund is a fl exible state funding source that 
provides affordable housing opportunities, expands housing services, and improves housing conditions for 
low-income Ohioans. The Fund supports a wide range of housing activities including housing development, 
emergency home repair, handicapped accessibility modifi cations, and services related to housing and 
homelessness.

Industrial Technology & Enterprise Advisory Council – Ohio’s Thomas Edison Program is administered by the 
Industrial Technology and Enterprise Advisory Council. The Council is comprised of nine members who are 
responsible for the allocation of funds appropriated by the Ohio General Assembly to support programs and 
activities associated with Ohio’s Thomas Edison Program.

Local Government Innovation Council – The Local Government Innovation Council establishes criteria for and 
makes loans and awards to political subdivisions for local government innovation projects and other actions, in 
consultation with the Development Services Agency, as necessary to implement the Local Government Innovation 
Program. The Council awards loans to a qualifi ed political subdivision or a qualifi ed group of political subdivisions 
to be used for the purchase of equipment, facilities, or systems or for implementation costs.

Minority Business Advisory Council – The Ohio Minority Business Advisory Council advises and assists the 
Directors of the Ohio Development Services Agency and Department of Administrative Services in matters 
affecting the economic vitality of Ohio’s minority business community. The Minority Business Council is an 
advocate for Ohio’s minority businesses and is committed to developing the increasing number of minority-owned 
fi rms in Ohio and ensuring that these companies see revenue growth and long-term success.

Minority Development Financing Advisory Board – The Minority Development Financing Advisory Board 
assists the Development Services Agency in creating employment opportunities and wealth in the minority 
business community. The Minority Development Financing Advisory Board does this by reviewing and making 
recommendations on loans and surety bond requests.

Public Benefi ts Advisory Board – The Public Benefi ts Advisory Board ensures energy services are provided to low-
income consumers in Ohio in an affordable manner. 

Ohio Tax Credit Authority – The Ohio Tax Credit Authority is charged with reviewing and approving applications 
for tax credit assistance.
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Technology Investment Tax Credit – The Technology Investment Tax Credit Committee is responsible for the 
review and approval of applications from Ohio companies seeking to become certifi ed as Technology Investment 
Tax Credit entities and applications. The Committee also reviews and approves applications from investors 
seeking to be certifi ed as eligible to receive Technology Investment Tax Credits upon their investments in an 
eligible company.

Ohio Third Frontier Advisory Board – Ohio Third Frontier Advisory Board provides guidance to the Ohio Third 
Frontier Commission. The members of the Board represent leaders from industry, academia, and government, 
who advise on strategic planning, and general management and coordination of programs associated with the 
Ohio Third Frontier.

Ohio Third Frontier Commission – The Ohio Third Frontier Commission is responsible for the allocation of
funds appropriated by the Ohio General Assembly to support programs and activities associated with the Ohio 
Third Frontier.

Tourism Ohio Advisory Board – The TourismOhio Advisory Board is responsible for advising the Director of the 
Development Services Agency and the Director of the Offi ce of TourismOhio on strategies for promoting tourism 
in Ohio.

Ohio Venture Capital Authority – The Ohio Venture Capital Authority is responsible for the oversight of the Ohio 
Capital Fund and its related infrastructure.

Workers’ Compensation Board of Directors Nominating Committee – The Workers’ Compensation Board of 
Directors Nominating Committee makes recommendations to the Governor for the appointment of members of 
the Bureau of Workers’ Compensation Board of Directors.
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Appendix 1 – Job Creation Tax Credits

Servicing means the contract is executed and within the term of the 
agreement or in the post-reporting period.

Closed means the contract ended as outlined in the agreement.

Terminated means a contract ended prior to the expiration of the 
agreement.

In 1991, the Ohio Legislature established the Ohio Housing Trust Fund and an Advisory Committee to 
work with the Ohio Development Services Agency (the administering agency) to develop the fund’s 
programs and policies. In the 1992-1993 Ohio biennium budget, $5 million was allocated to the fund. 
 
Over the next 12 years, the fund’s allocation level fluctuated from $5 million for a biennium to $20 million 
for one year. In 2002, the Affordable Housing Taskforce was created and recommended an increase in 
home sale recording fees to provide a sustainable funding source for the Ohio Housing Trust Fund.  
In the 2012-2013 Ohio biennium budgets, the Ohio Legislature appropriated $53 million each year to the 
Ohio Housing Trust Fund. 
 
 
Ohio Housing Trust Fund Advisory Committee Members  

 
Ohio Revised Code Section 174.06 governs the Ohio Housing Trust Fund Advisory Committee. The 
committee consists of 14 members appointed by the Governor, with each representing an organization 
committed to housing and housing assistance for low- and moderate-income persons, as listed below:

Funding Guidelines 
 
The Ohio Housing Trust Fund appropriation authority is restricted by Ohio Revised Code Section 174.02, as 
follows: 
 
• No more than 5 percent of the current year appropriation authority1 for the fund shall be allocated 

between grants to community development corporations for the community development 
corporation grant program and grants and loans to the Ohio community development finance 
fund, a private, nonprofit corporation. 

 
In State Fiscal Year 2013, the Ohio Development Services Agency allocated 5 percent 
($2.65 million) of Ohio Housing Trust Fund appropriation authority to community 
development corporations and the Ohio community development finance fund. 

 
• In any year in which the amount in the fund exceeds $100,000, not less than $100,000 shall be 

used to provide training, technical assistance, and capacity building assistance to nonprofit 
development organizations. 

 
In State Fiscal Year 2013, the Department awarded $165,000 to provide training, 
technical assistance, and capacity building assistance to nonprofit development 
organizations. 

 
• No more than 10 percent of any current year appropriation authority for the fund shall be used for 

the emergency shelter housing grants program to make grants to private, nonprofit organizations 
and municipal corporations, counties, and townships for emergency shelter housing for the 
homeless and emergency shelter facilities serving unaccompanied youth 17 years of age and 
younger.  

 
In State Fiscal 2013, the Agency allocated 10 percent ($5.3 million) of the Ohio Housing 
Trust Fund appropriation authority to the emergency shelter grants program to make 
grants to private, nonprofit organizations and municipal corporations, counties, and 
townships for emergency shelter housing for the homeless and emergency shelter 
facilities serving unaccompanied youth 17 years of age and younger. 

 
• In any fiscal year in which the amount in the fund exceeds $250,000, at least $250,000 from the 

fund shall be provided to the Ohio Department of Aging for the Resident Services Coordinator 
Program. 

 
In State Fiscal Year 2013, the Department awarded $315,000 of Ohio Housing Trust 
Fund dollars, including administration, to the Ohio Department of Aging for the Resident 
Services Coordinator Program. 

 
• Of the current year appropriation authority for the fund, not more than 5 percent shall be used for 

administration. 
 

In State Fiscal Year 2013, 4.9 percent ($2,635,000) was expended for administration. 
 
• No less than 45 percent of the funds awarded during any one fiscal year shall be for grants and 

loans to nonprofit organizations. 
 

In State Fiscal Year 2013, 96 percent of the Ohio Housing Trust Fund awarded dollars 
was awarded to nonprofit organizations. 

 
• No less than 50 percent of the funds awarded during any one fiscal year, excluding the 5 percent 

and 10 percent restrictions listed above, shall be for grants and loans for activities that provide 
housing and housing assistance to families and individuals in rural areas and small cities that are 



 
 

 

 

not eligible to participate as a participating jurisdiction under the HOME Investment Partnerships 
Act2. 

 
In State Fiscal Year 2013, 51.8 percent ($ 22 million) of the funds awarded3, excluding 
the 5 percent and 10 percent restrictions listed above ($7.9 million), was for grants or 
loans that provide housing and housing assistance to families and individuals in rural 
areas who are not eligible to participate as a participating jurisdiction under the HOME 
Investment Partnerships Act.

Income Targeting 
 
Ohio Revised Code Section 174.03 also includes the following income targeting requirements: 
 
• No more than 20 percent of the current year’s appropriation authority, excluding the 5 percent 

and 10 percent restrictions listed previously, may be awarded for supportive services. 
 

In State Fiscal Year 2013, 3.2 percent ($1.3 million) of the appropriation authority, excluding 
the 5 percent and 10 percent restrictions listed previously ($7.9 million), was awarded for 
supportive services. 

 
• No less than 75 percent of the money granted and loaned in any fiscal year shall be for activities 

that provide affordable housing/housing assistance to families and individuals whose incomes are 
equal to or less than 50 percent of the area median income. 

 
In State Fiscal Year 2013, 91.3 percent ($45.6 million) of the money granted and loaned was 
dedicated to activities that provide affordable housing/housing assistance to families and 
individuals whose incomes are equal to or less than 50 percent of the area median income. 
 

• The remainder of funds not granted or loaned above shall be for activities that provide affordable 
housing and housing assistance to families and individuals whose incomes are equal to or less 
than 80 percent of the area median income. 

 
In State Fiscal Year 2013, 8.5 percent ($4.2 million) of all funds granted or loaned benefitted 
families and individuals whose incomes are greater than 50 percent of the area median 
income but less than or equal to 80 percent of the area median income. 

 
• The Department shall give preference to viable projects and activities that benefit those families 

and individuals whose incomes are equal to or less than 35 percent of the area median income. 
 

In State Fiscal Year 2013, 49 percent of the Ohio Housing Trust Fund awarded dollars ($49.9 
million) was awarded to projects and activities benefiting those families and individuals whose 
incomes were equal to or less than 35 percent of the area median income. 

 
 

Eligible Housing and Housing Assistance Award Recipients and Activities 
 
The Ohio Housing Trust Fund provides funding to nonprofit organizations, public housing authorities, 
private developers and lenders, local governments, and consortia of eligible applicants that are interested 



 
 

 

 

in increasing affordable housing opportunities, expanding housing services, and improving housing 
conditions for low- and moderate-income residents in Ohio.  
 
Grants, loans, loan guarantees, and loan subsidies may be used for: 
 
• Acquiring, financing, constructing, leasing, rehabilitating, remodeling, improving and equipping 

publicly or privately owned housing; 
 
• Providing matching money for federal funds received by the state, counties, municipal 

corporations, and townships; 
 
• Providing to counties, townships, municipal corporations, and nonprofit organizations technical 

assistance, design and finance services, and consultation and payment of predevelopment and 
administrative costs related to any of the activities listed above; and 

 
• Providing supportive services related to housing and the homeless, including counseling.

On June 5, 2012, the Ohio Housing Trust Fund Advisory Committee recommended the allocation of the 
State Fiscal Year 2013 Ohio Housing Trust Fund dollars and, on June 20, 2012, the Director of the Ohio 
Development Services Agency approved the recommended allocations.

• Business assistance provided to 78 businesses;  
• Training and technical assistance provided to 3,059 households; and 
• Senior service coordination provided to 924 persons.
